Easter Sunday, The Resurrection of the Lord Jn 20:1-9

“Then the other disciple also went in, the one who had arrived at the tomb first, and he saw and believed”

Today, “is the day the LORD has made”: this is the expression of Psalm 118, 24 that we shall be singing
throughout Easter time and fills out the celebration of our Christian faith. The Father has resurrected Jesus
Christ, His beloved Son, in whom He delights, because He has loved to the point of giving his life for all of
us.

Let us live this Easter with plenty of joy. Christ has risen: so, let us celebrate it full of joy and love. Death,
sin and sadness, have today been defeated by Jesus Christ... and He has opened the doors to a new life, the
real life, the life we owe to the grace of the Holy Spirit. Nobody should be sad. Christ is our Peace and our
Path forever and ever. Today, He “fully reveals man to man himself and makes his supreme calling

clear” (Vatican Council II, Gaudium et Spes 22).

The great sign the Gospel gives us today is that Jesus' tomb is empty. We have to look no more among the
dead for He who is alive has risen. And his disciples also realize his tomb is empty. They will see him risen
later on; experiencing him alive in a wonderful meeting in faith. An empty tomb and apparitions will be the
great signs for the believer's faith. The Gospel says: “Then the other disciple also went in, the one who had
arrived at the tomb first, and he saw and believed” (Jn 20:8). Through his faith he realizes that the empti-
ness, the burial cloths, and the cloth that had covered his head rolled up in a separate place, were all signs
that God had been there, signs of the new life. Love can see signs where others cannot, and small signs are
enough. “The other disciple whom Jesus loved” (Jn 20:2) was led by the love he had received from Christ.
The disciples “saw and believed”; this must also be our aim. Let us renew our paschal faith; that Christ be
our Lord in everything we do. Let his Life revitalize ours and let us renew the grace of the baptism we have
received; let us become his apostles and disciples; let us be guided by love and announce to all our happi-
ness to believe in Christ; let us be hopeful witnesses of his Resurrection.

Domingo de Pascua: La Resurreccion del Sefior Jn 20, 1-9

«Entré también el otro discipulo, el que habia llegado el primero al sepulcro; vio y creyé»

Hoy «es el dia que hizo el Sefior», iremos cantando a lo largo de toda la Pascua. Y es que esta expresion del
Salmo 117 inunda la celebracion de la fe cristiana. El Padre ha resucitado a su Hijo Jesucristo, el Amado,
Aquél en quien se complace porque ha amado hasta dar su vida por todos.

Vivamos la Pascua con mucha alegria. Cristo ha resucitado: celebrémoslo llenos de alegria y de amor. Hoy,
Jesucristo ha vencido a la muerte, al pecado, a la tristeza... y nos ha abierto las puertas de la nueva vida, la
auténtica vida, la que el Espiritu Santo va ddndonos por pura gracia. jQue nadie esté triste! Cristo es nuestra
Paz y nuestro Camino para siempre. El hoy «manifiesta plenamente el hombre al mismo hombre y le descu-
bre su altisima vocacion» (Concilio Vaticano II, Gaudium et Spes 22).

El gran signo que hoy nos da el Evangelio es que el sepulcro de Jesus estd vacio. Ya no tenemos que buscar
entre los muertos a Aquel que vive, porque ha resucitado. Y los discipulos, que después le veran Resucitado,
es decir, lo experimentaran vivo en un encuentro de fe maravilloso, captan que hay un vacio en el lugar de
su sepultura. Sepulcro vacio y apariciones seran las grandes sefiales para la fe del creyente. EI Evangelio
dice que «entré también el otro discipulo, el que habia llegado el primero al sepulcro; vio y creyé» (Jn
20,8). Supo captar por la fe que aquel vacio y, a la vez, aquella sabana de amortajar y aquel sudario, bien
doblados, eran pequefias sefiales del paso de Dios, de la nueva vida. El amor sabe captar aquello que otros
no captan, y tiene suficiente con pequefios signos.
