Second Sunday of Advent (A) Mt 3:1-12

“Produce good fruit as evidence of your repentance”

Today, St. Matthew's Gospel presents us with John the Baptist inviting us to conversion: “the kingdom of heaven is at
hand!” (Mt 3,2). Many people went to him looking to be baptized and “acknowledged their sins.” (Mt 3,6). But from the
whole crowd, John focuses on some individuals in particular, the Pharisees and the Sadducees, as much in need of
conversion as they were obstinate in the denial of such a necessity. It is to them that the Baptist directs the words
“Produce good fruit as evidence of your repentance” (Mt 3,8). Having started Advent, a time of joyful anticipation, we
find ourselves listening to John's exhortation, which wakes us to the fact that this wait is not a passive “quietism”, nor
that we should think that we are already saved by the mere virtue of being Christians. This anticipation, this wait, is the
dynamic searching for the mercy of God, it is the conversion of the heart, it is the search for the presence of the Lord who
came, who comes and who will come again. Advent, in reality is “conversion that crosses over from the heart into action
and, consequently, to the eternal life of the Christian: (Saint John Paul II). We should make good use of this opportune
time which the Lord has given us to renovate our option for Jesus Christ, ridding ourselves of all the things that may be
in our hearts and our lives that impede us from receiving Him properly. The voice of the Baptist still resounds in the
desert of our times: “Prepare the way of the Lord, make straight his paths” (Mt 3, 3). Just as John was seen as

“A voice of one crying out in the desert”, we Christians are invited by the Lord to be voices that proclaim to our fellow
man the desire for a vigilant wait “Prepare the ways, the Savior approaches and we come out, pilgrims, to meet the Lord.
Come, Lord, set us free, come to redeem your people; purify our lives and don't delay” (Hymn of Advent, The Liturgy of
the Hours).

Segundo Domingo de Adviento (A) Mt 3,1-12

«Dad fruto digno de conversion»

Hoy, el Evangelio de san Mateo nos presenta a Juan el Bautista invitandonos a la conversion: «Convertios porque ha
llegado el Reino de los Cielos» (Mt 3,2). A €l acudian muchas personas buscando bautizarse y «confesando sus

pecados» (Mt 3,6). Pero dentro de tanta gente, Juan pone la mirada en algunos en particular, los fariseos y saduceos, tan
necesitados de conversion como obstinados en negar tal necesidad. A ellos se dirigen las palabras del Bautista:

«Dad fruto digno de conversion» (Mt 3,8). Habiendo ya comenzado el tiempo de Adviento, tiempo de gozosa espera,

nos encontramos con la exhortacion de Juan, que nos hace comprender que esta espera no se identifica con el “quietismo”,
ni se arriesga a pensar que ya estamos salvados por ser cristianos. Esta espera es la busqueda dinamica de la misericordia
de Dios, es conversion de corazon, es busqueda de la presencia del Sefior que vino, viene y vendra. El tiempo de Adviento,
en definitiva, es «conversion que pasa del corazon a las obras y, consiguientemente, a la vida entera del cristiano» (San
Juan Pablo II). Aprovechemos, hermanos, este tiempo oportuno que nos regala el Sefior para renovar nuestra opcion por

Conception (also called fertilization) usually happens about 2 weeks
after the start of your last menstrual period (also called LMP). Con-
ception is when a man’s sperm fertilizes a woman’s egg. Conception
happens in one of your fallopian tubes. These are the tubes between
your ovaries and your uterus (womb). You may not know the exact
day you become pregnant. This is why health care providers use
your LMP to find out how far along you are in pregnancy.
